40th Anniversary History Shows Way

To Exciting Future

A newspaper condenses the history of the struggle of
overseas Chinese in the United States, and it also creates a
successful American dream. Forty years ago, Wea H. Lee,
a new immigrant to the U.S. with only $500, went through
many storms and worked hard to start up a world of media for
the Chinese community in Houston, Texas. He created the
Southern Chinese Daily News and turned it into a pluralistic,
three—dimensional, large—scale media organization. Southern
News Group has grown from the single operation of a "daily
newspaper" when the company first started in business to
today's Southern Daily News, Southern International Television,
Today—America website and the WeChat official account of
the Southern News Group, the U. S. A. Printing Company,
The International Trade Center, Houston Yellow Pages and
the Chinese New Year Festival and the McDonald's Education
Workshop. Also, the news group has developed to a giant
media empire with branches in Washington D.C., Chicago,
Dallas, Boston, Atlanta, all of which have created a strong
integration of traditional media with emerging technology media
while becoming the leading media complex.

On June 16, 1979, with the idea of running newspapers and
the enthusiasm of serving overseas Chinese, Wea H. Lee
officially launched the first issue of the Southern Chinese
Daily News in the downtown area of Houston, Texas. After six
months, his wife Catherine (Chinchin Chu) joined her husband
and stood together regardless of situation for forty years. The
Southern Chinese Daily News now strives every day to serve
the community’ s Chinese diaspora, and to share accurate
and fair news in a fair and timely manner.

Running a newspaper is a difficult undertaking, and it is full of
difficulties and is especially difficult to do in an overseas land.

American society has undergone tremendous changes in the
past 40 years, and the newspaper industry is very different
today. In the first two decades, the Southern Chinese Daily
News had moved to a new site, starting from the simple attic
of a shopping mall, and eventually constructing the Southern
News building on Bellaire Blvd. in southwest Houston. The
editorial department also used traditional hand-laying of
articles up into the 1990s. With the first computerized editing

operation and the expansion of the page layout in 1984, the
Southern Chinese Daily News became a daily newspaper, and
became the first news media to enter the international network
at that time.

With the business booming, the Southern Chinese Daily News
ushered in a new milestone. In October 1981, in order to adapt
to the large—scale printing industry, the U. S. A. Printing of the
Southern Chinese Daily News opened its doors in Houston.
This advancement not only solved the printing needs of the
Southern Chinese Daily News itself, but also made high—
quality services with competitive prices available to many other
newspapers in both English and Spanish and other languages.
Since that time, the Southern Chinese Daily News has moved
beyond the old printing technology of the past and today, the
original Goss printing press stands in front of the Southern
News building as a reminder of another time. While the printed
pages have recorded the hardships of the company’ s
beginnings and the start—up times with its many challenges, the
printing press carried the company through the 40 years and
has become a monument that has witnessed the birth and life
of the Southern News Group media kingdom.

In the 1980s, in addition to reading newspapers, many Chinese
people in Houston also needed information on business and
industry, local information, immigration knowledge, education
and culture. From 1980 to 1981, the Southern Chinese Daily
News published the first Houston Chinese Yellow pages and it
has served industry and commerce now for 39 years.

In addition to the Southern Chinese Daily Newspaper and the
Houston Chinese Yellow page, the Southern Chinese Daily
News actively expanded its media organization. On March 26,
1988, The Texas Chinese Television was established. The all-
encompassing program content greatly enhanced the influence
of Southern Chinese Daily News in the media industry. With
the advent of the digital era, on June 16, 2009, the Southern
International Television officially launched and broadcast 24
hours a day, 7 days a week with digital Chinese TV programs
and has become one of the most popular channels for local
overseas Chinese. In 2019, the Southern International

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Television and the mobile APP were broadcast simultaneously,
and partnered together with the famous American Internet TV
company, ItalkBB, which created a large number of homemade
programs for the audience of 500,000 subscribers in the
United States and Canada which has become the strongest
information and life media source in the United States.

With the advent of electronic and online media, traditional
media operations are gradually being replaced by new media.
The Southern News Group keeps pace with the times and
develops in tandem with the times. www.scdaily.com website
and the WeChat official account of the Southern News Group
opened a new worldwide communication window for more
audiences, allowing readers to get timely and fast information
and enjoy reading anytime, anywhere.

In the past 40 years, the Southern Chinese Daily News has
not only been deeply rooted in the media industry, but also has
actively participated in the mainstream American society along
with the simultaneous development of the Chinese community.

As the “energy capital” and “medical city” , Houston has
attracted a large number of immigrants from different countries
which has strongly influenced the rapid development of foreign
trade. On April 8, 2008, Southern News Group and the U.S.
Department of Commerce Commercial Service signed a
mutual agreement of cooperation and the long—time planned
“International Trade Center" was formally established. Over
the years, the International Trade Center has been committed
to serving American small and medium-sized enterprises and
promoting international trade exchanges. The International
Trade Center has regularly hosted high-level chambers of
commerce and business meetings and seminars and has
annually successfully held the Texas—Africa Summit, which
has become a central hub for diplomatic, commercial and
cultural exchanges.

In June 2008, the State of Texas passed legislation to establish
the International District in Houston, Texas. Wea H. Lee has
served as the Chairman for 11 years, he has made positive
contributions to local business development, environmental
planning, public safety and traffic conditions, and has driven
the region's vigorous development.

In addition to actively participating in the mainstream American
society, the Southern Chinese Daily News has been working

hard to give feedback to the Chinese community. In 1997, in
order to solve the homesickness of overseas travelers, the
Southern Chinese Daily News unveiled the prelude of the
first Chinese New Year Festival. At that time, many people
sought to find the local flavor, to taste the long—lost hometown,
appreciate and relive the Chinese culture. The charm of
the " Chinese New Year Festival " held by the Southern
Chinese Daily News for more than 20 years has evolved from
the traditional "cutting the homesickness" to the window of
promoting Chinese traditional culture and letting Americans
better understand the Asian people. More importantly, the rich
cultural activities have grown to become a multi-ethnic carnival
in our multi-faceted community with many ethnic groups and
now promotes business exchanges and brings together the
future growth and common development for all ethnic groups.

Education is the starting point for success and the foundation
of the future. Southern News Group has long attached
importance to education investment and serves many Chinese
families. In 2011, the first McDonald's Education Workshop
was held in Houston. This was sponsored by McDonald's
Corporation. The annual conference was organized by the
Southern News Group and has been extended to Dallas,
Chicago and Washington, DC.

The main target and service of this “education workshop” is
the American junior high school students, high school students
and their parents. The goal is to help Chinese—American
teenagers and parents to better understand the admission
requirements of American universities, guide Chinese parents
to carry out family education, and benefit more Chinese
families.

Looking back for the past forty years, although the international
situation has changed, the media industry has experienced
and survived the straits of the sea, but the original intention
of the Southern News Group has not changed: the news is a
mirror, witnessing history with fair and accurate reporting while
entering the mainstream and serving the community.

In the future, with the launch of the new Southern Medical
Building project, | believe that the future of Southern News
Group’ s business enterprises will usher in a better tomorrow
for all while promising even more exciting chapters in the years
ahead.

In 1979, the publishing process at Southern News Group was at
the stage between new and old printing technology. Although
computer technology had been applied to the industry, many of
the Chinese newspapers still used traditional (non—computer)
typesetting. Therefore, the production of newspaper layout took
a lot of time and manpower, the newspaper staff often worked
long night hours.

The Washington News follows the tradition of the Southern
News Group newspapers.

It also
strengthens reporting and fully plays the role of a bridge between
the community and the mainstream.

The Washington News was originally a weekly newspaper. It
was published every Friday. As the Chinese community grew, it
expanded to a two days a week publication after the millennium,
and was published on Thursday and Saturday. In addition to
newspapers, The Washington News also publishes the Chinese
Yellow Pages, a manual that combines life guides and phone
books, and includes Chinese business information in the Greater
Washington area, becoming a must-have treasure for Chinese
families through which businesses have created unlimited
business opportunities. In particular, the Washington News

publishes a "Semi—American News" based on simplified Chinese
characters every Friday, providing a full range of media services
for new immigrants.

The Dallas Times was launched in March 1982 and was the first
weekly newspaper that the Southern News Group founded in
Texas after entering Houston. Formerly known as "The Southern
Chinese Daily News — Dallas Edition", it was officially renamed
the "Dallas Times" in August 1985.

Since its inception, the Dallas Times has been constantly seeking
new changes, and its content has continued to strengthen. It has
received strong support from the Chinese community in Dallas for
many years.

August 11th, 2001 was a new milestone for the "Dallas Times."
The "Times Center", which was newly built by the newspaper,
was unveiled at the opening of the Dallas Chinese community. In
20083, due to the rapid increase in immigration in mainland China,
the global Chinese media had changed. In order to change and
demand new markets, the "Dallas Times" officially issued a
simplified version of the "America Times," in the United States. A
simplified newspaper is very popular among readers. The "Dallas
Times" is currently being released every Thursday and Saturday.
The "America Times" is issued every Wednesday and Friday. It
is the most influential Chinese newspaper issued by North Texas
and has been changed to a daily newspaper in recent years.

On September 27, 1991, Chicago Times officially launched in
the United States. This was the second newspaper created by
the Southern News Group in the U.S. and the first newspaper
opened by the company outside the state of Texas.

Chicago Times started in a small office on Ogden Road in
Downers Grove, a western suburb of Chicago, and was rented as
a social address. At the time, the Chicago Times had insufficient
manpower and financial resources, but it was published
efficiently in a step—by-step manner, regardless of content and
advertising. As it grew, the Chicago Times’ s 16-page weekly
magazine compiled from the early drafts of manuscripts has
undergone numerous improvements and enhancements. Once
the news content period started to improve, the number of weekly
advertisements began to increase. Currently, the high-speed
computer typesetting has been adopted, breaking through the
original system. The limited edition has been expanded to 100
pages per week, making it the largest Chinese newspaper in the
U.S. After the completion of the Times Center on August 3, 2008,
the Chicago Times moved to a new location.
